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Minimum Requirement: Each team must spend no less than $10.  However, the less you spend, the lower your grade, and deductions will be made where items are incomplete or contain errors, so be cautious with your choices.


$15-$17 purchases-----A (90-100)


$12-$14 purchases-----B (80-89)


$9-$11  purchases------C (70-79)
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Each item/performance task on the menu ranges in difficulty and depth of knowledge required to complete the task. Each item has a point value (money) which is correlated with the depth of knowledge. The more difficult it is, the more it costs!

Create a brochure discussing and explaining the main ideas of one chosen standard in the unit. Make sure each page on the brochure has a picture accompanying your facts.





Public Service Announcement  $2


Write a 1-2 minute script as a government official or citizen of a country informing the public of a concept or issue you have learned about in the unit.





Letter  $2


Write a letter to your parents or a friend demonstrating your understanding of the skills, concepts, and main ideas covered in the unit. The letter must be at least 3 paragraphs long, have an introduction, body, and closing.








Poem  $2


Write a 10 line poem demonstrating your understanding of one or more of the concepts covered in this unit.





Create a Quiz  $2


Create a 10 question quiz for the class to take. You may choose from multiple choice questions or short answer questions. Please include an answer key with your quiz as well.





Flipbook  $2


Create a flipbook illustrating all the important concepts of at least one standard of this unit. Be sure to include relevant vocabulary terms. Make sure you highlight the main ideas. (Refer often to your chosen standard.)

Board Game  $5


Using the board game template, come up with review questions for each square. The review questions connect with the concepts you have been learning about recently. (Only use government chapters, or only economic chapters, etc.)You may include vocabulary definitions, as well as main ideas and concepts as a review.





Short Story  $5
